§ 36 1 If a student does not complete an assessment requirement and has justification for this, the requirement must be fulfilled. Justifications include force majeure, illness, military service, accidents, deaths or care emergencies in the family.

2 The reason for failing to complete an assessment requirement must be communicated to the programme directors as soon as it becomes known. In case of doubt, the decision of the programme directors is final.
